Tendoys and Madison Vall ey

(BOZEMAN, Mont.)—As part of its multi-year Targeted Elk Brucellosis Surveillance Project, in the coming
weeks Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks is planning elk capture operations in both the Tendoy Mountains and
Lima Peaks southwest of Dillon and on the eastern side of the Madison Valley.

In the Tendoys and Lima Peaks, up to 100 female elk will be captured with the aid of a helicopter. Elk will be
sampled and tested for brucellosis and thirty of the animals will be fitted with radio collars to track their move-
ment for one year. Processing of the elk will occur on site and the animals will be released as quickly and safe-
ly as possible.

There are similar plans for the Madison where the capture operations plan for 40 female elk from the Bear
Creek Wildlife Management Area and from between Indian Creek and Wolf Creek. Again, all the elk will be
tested for brucellosis and each animal will be fitted with a radio collar to track its movement for up to three
years.

The goal of these operations is to evaluate the presence and understand the movement of brucellosis in Mon-
tana’s elk populations. The research will also help FWP understand the overlap between elk and livestock on
the landscape.

In the case of the Madison, researchers will also be looking to evaluate the influence of management actions
on elk distribution.

Brucellosis is a bacterial disease that infects cattle, bison and elk and can result in abortion or the birth of weak
calves. The disease is primarily transmitted through contact with infected birth tissues and fluids.

Animals that test positive for brucellosis exposure do not necessarily carry or spread the disease, but at one
time were exposed to brucellosis and have developed antibodies that can be measured with blood tests.

This project is a joint effort with the Montana Department of Livestock with support from the Rocky Mountain
Elk Foundation.

FWP’s research lead on the project, Dr. Kelly Proffitt said, “Important on-the-ground work of this nature
couldn’t happen without these partnerships.”

Bison capture operations began Friday afternoon, February 16.

1 There are 96 bison currently captured at Stephens Creek. Some will be held for possible quarantine. Some
will be transferred to Native American tribes and shipped to slaughter. These actions are taken in support
of the Interagency Bison Management Plan (IBMP) goal to reduce the population this winter. Partners are
aiming to cull 600-900 animals through a combination of shipping and the public and tribal hunt.

1  On January 4, 2018, the IBMP partners agreed to a 2018 winter operations plan that calls for a reduction of
Yellowstone’s current population of 4,800 bison because the state of Montana has limited tolerance for
natural bison migrations from the park onto state lands.

1 Bison capture and shipping operations may continue through March.

1 Information about the number of animals that are captured, processed, shipped, and hunted will be provid-
ed every other week in the Bison Operations Updates of the IBMP website.

1 Additional information about bison operations will be provided as needed via "Heads Up" notices.
